CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

Welcome one and all to a new year of Tennis at BLTC and may you all thoroughly enjoy.

This year we have carried out a minimal financial increase in the subscriptions. This increase is in
approximate alignment with retail price index and is also an acknowledgement to “faithful” of the
membership that repeatedly join each year.

The committee had to place a cap on the membership at the end of July 2007, which is a testament to
BLTC, but a pain to administer if the “regulars” do not pay straight away. So please make every effort to
pay as quickly as possible, as the club policy must still be first come first served.

It is my understanding that this year the Wimbledon Ticket allocation will be based upon the club
membership that is registered to the British Tennis Federation as advertised upon the club board; so it is
in everyone’s interest to join.

This year we will be using some of the “sinking fund” to upgrade the court surround fencing and to refresh
the paint on the court surface. It is anticipated that this work will occur during a three week period
between 21% July and the 11™ August 2008. Courts at Jocks lane will be made available to the club
membership during this period. In addition the wall on court five will also be repaired.

There is a debate as to whether to stick with the two tones of green or to have a red and green contrast,
please make your views known to the committee members.

I would also ask the membership to ensure that no chinaware, glassware, or ring pulls from tennis ball
cans are left on court; this is a sensible precaution, as accidents will happen.

Again | would remind the membership that all visitors are to sign into the visitor's book located at the bar
and are to pay the visitors fees. A visitor may only attend BLTC six times per annum. The BLTC
committee will be closely monitoring any “infringement” this year.

Finally I wish to remind the playing members that have entered the handicap tennis tournament this year,
that they have until 16th March to complete the matches in their respective boxes. Good luck the
competition this year has been tough yet fun!

Match & Tournament Committee Report

The match and tournament committee comprises Helen Davey (Club Captain), Nigel Hayward (Mens Captain), Barry
Lacey (Vice Captain), and Paul Thirkell (Match Secretary), and is responsible for the management of all playing
activities at the club.

This involves organising all playing activities, and ensuring fair allocation of the courts, for all members of the club.
Playing activities include general open play sessions, bookable sessions, coaching for members and non members
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(mainly juniors), matches against other clubs, club tournaments and the singles box leagues, match practices, open
tournaments and open days. It is also responsible for managing players’ colour grading and for the provision of
tennis balls.

Not surprisingly the committee cannot do all this without help. Many thanks to Simon Putner, David Passby, Ann
Bruce, and Shirley Kagan for their continued support and assistance. Also thanks to team captains (Gavin Burrows,
John Dixon, Paul O’'Mahony, and Kevin Cushenan) for their invaluable contribution.

Inter Club Matches — Berkshire League results from winter 2007/8 (not including last match results)

With a few new players joining the mens team squads, the winter results have been significantly better than last
year, so well done to all concerned. Details follow.

Mens 1: with 4 wins out of 6 so far, likely to finish 2nd or 3rd in Division 1, their best results for some seasons.

Mens 2: 4 wins out of 5 to date, and could be promoted into Division 1 for next winter, provided they win their last
match.

Mens 3: could gain promotion to Division 2, provided they win their last match.

Mens 4: hopefully will stay in Division 3.

Mens 5: should finish in mid table in Division 5 East.

Mens 6: 4 wins out of 5 so far, but this may not be enough to get them promoted from Division 7 East.

Ladies 1: 4 out of 6 wins, with one game still to play, are likely to miss out on promotion to Division 1 by sets.

Ladies 2: 4 out of 6 wins, one game still to play, are joint first in Division 3 and look highly likely to be promoted to
Division 2.

Ladies 3: 2 out of 6 wins in Division 5, one game remaining, hoping to avoid relegation to Division 6.

Ladies 4: 2 out of 6 wins in Division 8, one game remaining, hoping to avoid relegation to Division 9.

Ladies 5: 3 out of 5 wins in Division 9, one game remaining, third in the division, likely to miss out on promotion.

It has been a fantastic season for the mixed teams, with all the teams gaining or likely to be promoted. With six
mixed teams entered for the summer we are always interested to hear from any keen players wanting to participate.

Mixed 1: 4 out of 4 wins and winner of 1% Division- congratulations!

Mixed 2: 3 out of 3 wins in Division 3, one match left to play; highly likely to be promoted to Division 2, although
does depend on final match results.

Mixed 3: 3 out of 3 wins in Division 5, one remaining match to play, dependent on final match results for promotion
to Division 4.

Mixed 4: 3 out of 3 wins in Division 7, two matches left to play, likely to be promoted to Division 6.

Mixed 5: 3 out of 3 wins in Division 11, two matches left to play, promotion to Division 10 relies on success of last
two matches,

For those of you who want to keep track of the team results as they happen, there is usually a summary of results at
the bottom of the team sheets posted on the notice board as you enter the Clubhouse. Also for the technically
inclined, you can view the league tables and detailed match results by going to www.tennisjeannie.com, and then
selecting Berkshire Adult Tennis and clicking on Results.

There are also two ladies Veteran Teams entered into the Berkshire League this year, dates are still to be confirmed
by organiser, please watch notice board.

Match Practice

Attendance at match practices (Monday evening for the Ladies teams, Wednesday evening for the Mens teams and
alternate Monday/ Wednesday evening prior to mixed matches for mixed teams) is by invitation from a member of
the match and tournament committee. They do their talent spotting mainly on Tuesday and Thursday nights, so
these are the best times to display your skills. Advancement in the Box Leagues is also noted. If all else fails, you
can, of course, talk to one of the committee members!

Senior Status

Senior Status can be awarded to a junior player, which allows them to attend social play (on Sunday afternoons,
Tuesday and Thursday evenings) and be considered for Ladies/ Mens practice/ teams; upon upgrade of their
membership to Junior with Senior Status.

Any junior wishing to be considered for Senior Status, should in the first instance contact the Junior Leader, who will
consult with the Head Coach; if approved the junior will be given a signed form and should then contact the Club
Captain. The Club Captain will then arrange to meet with the junior to discuss their suitability.

Club Annual Tournament:

Following on from the Club Captain’'s speech at the AGM and the Autumn newsletter, a feasibility study has taken
place of the Annual Club Tournament, taking into account the number of matches in each event; number of
competitors- entered this year and previous years; time and duration of tournament; court space/ allocation;
canvassed members’ comments and opinions. The annual club tournament as a result this year will have significant
changes, with the objectives of:

Increasing the number of players involved in the tournament

avoiding the difficulties arising when four people have to agree to a date to play

avoiding any matches being conceded or any players being scratched

avoiding/ resolving any match disputes

encouraging more members to come to the club in a friendly and social environment to play/ support or
watch the tournament matches.

The ladies and mens singles events, including plate events for players losing in the first round match, will be played
throughout the summer, however the semi-finals of the singles events, will be played along with all the rounds of the
doubles events during a two week period from 1st to 13th September. The schedule is expected to be as follows:

Ladies Doubles : Monday evenings
Mens Doubles : Wednesday evenings and Saturday
Mixed Doubles : Tuesday and Friday evenings

There may also be a requirement for players to be available at other times during the two week window (other than
those stated above), subject to the number of entries and/ or incline weather conditions.
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Each evening a Referee will organise and co-ordinate matches, assigning matches to courts and will be available
should there be any queries, relating to the rules of tennis. Any player entering the Club Tournament in either
the doubles events or from the semi-finals stage in the singles events must be available during the tw 0
week window in order to be eligible to enter

Depending on the number of entries we will also endeavour to run Ladies and Mens Doubles Plate events,
guaranteeing at least two matches for first round losers. All finals will be played on Saturday September 13 " and
hope this will encourage all players to enter.

Finally, there will be an opportunity to spectate and socialise during the period whilst matches are taking place,
please refer to the Social Secretary’s report for further details.
